The Wall of Answered Prayer is a piece of public art with one million bricks, each 
representing an answered prayer. Its has been likened to the Angel of the North. It 

has been revealed the structure will be situated on a 10-acre 
site between the M6, M42 and HS2 at Coleshill Manor on 
the edge of Birmingham, and is expected to be seen by more 
than 500,000 people every day. The aim of the project is 'to 
preserve and celebrate the UK’s Christian heritage' as well as 
inspire prayer. The architectural sculpture will use state of 

the art technology so that visitors can use their phones to read the answered prayers 
which each brick relates to. www.thewall.org.uk/press  for more information. 
 
Religious education given OFSTED boost. There’s hope the teaching of religious edu-
cation (RE) in schools will improve thanks to changes made in the way regulator Of-
sted inspects. It’s understood two-day long inspections will now put greater empha-
sis on the broad curriculum, while a small number of subjects will also be chosen as a 
focus for examination. These subjects could include religious education. Guidelines 
for inspectors now require schools to ensure pupils can reflect their own religious 
beliefs as well as having knowledge and respect for others. (Premier) 
 
God is off the guest list!. They are weddings that are, officially speaking, not even 
legally recognised. But such a small detail, it seems, is not stopping increasing num-
bers of couples from opting for humanist marriage ceremonies across England and 
Wales. Such weddings have risen by 250% in the last 15 years, according to figures 
from the Office of National Statistics.  Couples who have a Humanist wedding must 
go through an ‘official’ process at a registry office either before or after. The figures 
look set to add weight to a campaign for such marriages to be recognised in England 
and Wales as they already are in Scotland and Northern Ireland. (The Independent) 
 
Young Catholics Prepare for Holy Land Pilgrimage 2019. A number of the young 
Catholic adult pilgrims travelling together to the Holy Land in 
July visited Downside Abbey recently as part of their prepara-
tion for the trip. Director of Vocations Fr. Matt Anscombe, 
and Dom Anselm Brumwell of Downside, spoke about the 
spiritual aspects of the pilgrimage, and Dom Anselm assisted 
in trying to “unpick” the complicated history of Jerusalem.
